Adoption /Maternity

Catholic Charities provides assistance to prospective parents facing an unplanned pregnancy.  As a licensed child-placing agency, we also work with birth mothers and adoptive parents for placement of a child.

Results:  During 1999-2000, 14 families  adopted children through our agency; 10 post-placement interviews were completed; and 6 individuals were seen for maternity counseling.

Emergency Services

When tough times come they hit some people harder than others.  This is why Catholic Charities offers food, help with payment of utilities, rent and medications; gas vouchers; and clothing for those in crisis.

Results:  During 1999-2000, *10,344 family contacts and *22,900 individuals -received assistance with emergency needs.  Our Partners in Success Program helped another 22 families.

Respite Care

Provides supportive services to elderly persons living independently. A Volunteer offers "an interval of rest or relief" to caregiver and families.

Results: During 1999-2000, 15 families were served with 1408 hours of care.

Counseling Services

Catholic Charities provides counseling services to individuals, couples, families or groups.  A Licensed counselor helps in dealing with marriage and family, parent-child issues, grieve from divorce or death, interpersonal relationships, depression, and other issues that threaten an individual or family.

Results: During 1999-2000, 736 sessions comprising- 387 individuals; 165 couples; 103 families and 81 group sessions.

Immigration and Naturalization

This program offers assistance to immigrants in filling out forms and dealing with problems related to regularizing their status. 

Results: During 1999-2000, 15 individuals were helped with phone referrals and 12 families were assisted through interviews.

Community Development

Catholic Charities works with other agencies, community groups,  and churches to advocate for justice, human dignity, and quality of life, for those less fortunate in our community.

Results: During 1999-2000, 117 meetings attended.  We also provided 5,172 with information, referrals and made contacts with other service providers to assure quality service for our clients.
